	Serious
	Medical treatment required. RIDDOR over 3 day lost-time injuries. Moderate environmental implications. Moderate financial loss or damage. Moderate loss of reputation. Moderate business interruption.

	Major
	Permanent or life changing injuries. RIDDOR major injuries. High environmental implications. Major financial loss or damage. Major loss of reputation. Major business interruption.

	Single or multiple deaths.

Note 2. Tasks which have been identified as containing moderate residual risk, after controls are in place, may only be undertaken providing the risk has been reduced ‘so far as is reasonable practicable’ and must be reduced to a minimum commensurate with the needs of the task.  Further guidance is contained within SO/8/1/2 Risk Assessment.
